HIKI NŌ  DOS AND DON’TS (in no particular order)
--DO NOT FADE UP AT THE BEGINNING OF YOUR STORY AND FADE OUT AT THE END.

--DO GIVE US AT LEAST THREE SECONDS OF “PAD” AT THE BEGINNING AND END OF YOUR STORY.  THIS MEANS EXTENDING YOUR OPENING SHOT THREE SECONDS BEFORE THE BEGINNING OF THE STORY AND EXTENDING YOUR CLOSING SHOOT THREE SECONDS PAST THE END OF THE STORY.
--DO TRY TO LEAVE A PERSON’S FIRST INTERVIEW SHOT UP FOR AT LEAST 5 SECONDS SO THAT HIS OR HER NAME-SUPER CAN STAY UP LONG ENOUGH.

--DO NOT GIVE YOUR STORY AN OPENING TITLE GRAPHIC.  IT’S A NEWS STORY, NOT A SHORT FILM.
--DO NOT HAVE ANY EMPTY BLACK SCREENS IN YOUR STORIES.
--DO USE A TRIPOD—ALWAYS!

--DO NOT PAN, TILT, ZOOM, OR MAKE ANY OTHER CAMERA MOVES.  THOSE SHOTS WON’T MAKE IT INTO YOUR FINAL EDIT, SO THERE’S NO SENSE DOING THEM IN THE FIRST PLACE.  

--DO NOT USE THE AUTO FOCUS SETTING ON YOUR CAMERA WHEN SHOOTING ON-CAMERA TALENT, INTERVIEWS, OR ANY TIME FOCUS IS CRITICAL.
--DO USE THE MANUAL FOCUS SETTING WHEN SHOOTING ON-CAMERA TALENT, INTERVIEWS, OR ANY TIME FOCUS IS CRITICAL.  IF YOUR CAMERA DOES NOT HAVE A MANUAL FOCUS MODE, LET US KNOW.  WE’LL SEE IF WE CAN GET ONE THAT DOES FOR YOU TO BORROW.

--DO RECORD NATURAL (OR NAT.) SOUND WHEN SHOOTING B-ROLL.
--DO NOT TALK WHILE SHOOTING B-ROLL.

--DO INCLUDE THE NAT. SOUND WHEN YOU EDIT A B-ROLL SHOT INTO YOUR STORY.

--DO NOT HAVE JUMPCUTS IN YOUR STORIES.  A JUMPCUT OCCURS WHEN THE SHOT YOU ARE CUTTING TO IS ALMOST IDENTICAL TO THE PREVIOUS SHOT. (THIS COMMONLY OCCURS WHEN YOU EDIT A CHUNK OUT OF AN INTERVIEW SHOT.  THE RESULTING JUMP CUT SHOULD BE COVERED WITH B-ROLL.)  A NEW SHOT NEEDS TO BE MARKEDLY DIFFERENT FROM THE PREVIOUS SHOT FOR AN EDIT TO WORK. 
--IF YOU ARE SHOOTING IN STANDARD DEFINITION AND YOUR CAMERA HAS A LETTERBOX SETTING, DO NOT USE THAT SETTING. THE SIZE OF YOUR PICTURE WILL BE SIGNIFICANTLY REDUCED.
--IF YOU ARE SHOOTING IN STANDARD DEFINITION, DO NOT EDIT IN HIGH DEFINITION.   STAY IN STANDARD DEFINITION FOR THE EDITING PROCESS. PBS HAWAII WILL INSERT THE GRAPHICS INTO YOUR STORY.
